Over the course of the 09/10 season a group of volunteers from the county have undertaken the necessary training to become an umpire mentor so that the County can commence its programme.

Each mentor will have the capacity to take on up to 4 mentees at any one time. This will involve a commitment by the mentor to observe each mentee umpiring up to 4 matches per season. For each match the mentor will provide feedback on the mentees umpiring together with points to work on before the next observation.
Middlesex County have agreed to fully fund the cost of providing this programme and so the mentees should have no extra costs.
